Criteria for Application 

 U.S. citizen of Finnish heritage 

 High School senior, with preference for students enrolled in a Central 

Finger Lakes school* 

 Accepted for admission to an accredited institution of higher learning 

 Demonstrated interest and involvement in school/community activity 

*The Central Finger Lakes, for this purpose, is identified as within Tompkins, 

Seneca, Tioga, Schuyler, Chemung and Cayuga Counties 

Application Process 

Applicants must provide the completed application form with: 

1. Copy of birth certificate or naturalization 

2. School (Guidance Office) letter confirming current enrollment status 

3. Copy of a letter of acceptance by an accredited institution 
Example: college, university 

4. Description of your goals, values and objectives in higher education 

5. List of school/community involvement/achievements, awards  

6. Two (2) non-family character references (name/contact numbers) 

7. Brief essay on your Finnish heritage/experience (Ex: what does your Finnish 

heritage involvement mean to you?  What does it mean to you to be Finnish?)
